STAR 
must file reports and contracts with the FCC and must pay rcgula10,y fees. which arc subject to change. 
STAR is also subject to 1be FCC policies and rules discussed below. The FCC could determine. by its own 
actions or in response 10 a 1hird party's filing. that ccnain of STAR's services. termination anangemcnts, 
agrccmeots with foreign carriers. transit or rcftle arran,cmcnts or repor ·s do not or did oot comply with 
FCC policies and rules. ff this occuncd, the FCC could order STAR to terminate ooocomptiaol arrange· 
mcots, fiDc STAR or ra'Okc STAR's authorizations.
