2. The proposed eƯective date of designation of eligible telecommunications status 
 
Response – LTE Wireless would like to be providing service as soon as the ETC 
status is granted.  LTE Wireless is prepared to be able to start oƯering Lifeline 
services within the State of South Dakota April 1, 2026. 
 

3. Identification of the service area, including a detailed map, for which the 
designation is sought. 

Response – Please see attached coverage map. 

4. A statement supporting the petition which specifies why the requested designation 
satisfies the requirements for eligible telecommunications destination and 
receiving federal universal service support under 47 C.F.R 54.201 (January 1, 2006) 

Response – LTE Wireless provides facilities based wireless telecommunications 
services in approximately 18 state currently and is approved as an ETC in 2 states, 
with more states pending.   

5. If the applicant is seeking additional time to complete network upgrades pursuant 
to C.F.R 54.101(c) (January 1, 2006), the applicant shall list the reasons why 
additional time is needed and the estimated length of time to complete the network 
upgrades. 

Response – LTE Wireless’s network is already up and running and can the company 
can provide services to customers in South Dakota.  No additional time is needed to 
be able to provide service. 

6. A statement specifying why the applicant’s proposed destination is in the public 
interest. 

Response – LTE Wireless’s designation is in the public interest as the company is a 
prepaid wireless telecommunications provider first and an eligible 
telecommunications carrier second.  LTE Wireless oƯers plans that are aƯordable 



and provide customers with what they need, not just the minimum that is required 
by the Federal Communications Commission.  LTE Wireless encourages customers 
to pick the plan that is best for their needs and apply the discount to that plan to 
help reduce the costs.  Lifeline customers will not be disconnected for failure to pay 
their bill as if they do not pay, their service will default to the free plan so that no 
customer will be without service.  Most lifeline providers in South Dakota are 
oƯering the minimum service standards of the FCC instead of oƯering the 
customers services they can actually use.  LTE Wireless is unique in its approach to 
its plan oƯerings.
